This theme is developed to analyze how well students aged 15-16 know and manage to express their opinions in dealing with the terms in Economics.

Economics was integrated into English. Students had a possibility to develop their speaking and reading skills in English. And to know and remember certain words and word phrases.
 The aim of the discussions is: 

· to analyze how well students know the vocabulary in marketing;

· the role of education in the means of management;

· the significance of certain experience and skills;

· to know what is good  marketing and private business;

· to revise the vocabulary ( business, enterprise, production, financial terms);

· to develop skills in the use of formal language. 

I use this method as it helps students to develop their knowledge and speaking skills. Also it is not very difficult for them to work in groups and express their ideas. They feel free and relaxed creating sentences according to grammatical rules and using specific vocabulary connected with Economics. Also they can use their imagination and creativity.
Aids to perform the discussion:

· paper slips to write down the words;

· bilingual and monolingual dictionaries;

· a white board.

Proceeding.

I.Students are divided into groups of three people and write down the words connected with enterprise and business. 10 min.
II.Students are asked to organize the words into a spidergram like this or they may add more branches. 10 min.
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III.Then they present their choice to other groups and explain the words which are not clear for the other students by drawing or giving examples. 15 min.
IV.After the presentation students make special questions about the choices of the spidergram their friends have made. 10 min.

The results were seen when students started the presentation. They were rather confident and their English was fluent in doing this task as they had enough time to do cooperative work in groups.
