A TV Chat Sow

Students aged 15-16 work in pairs. Imagine that one is a wealthy tycoon and the other is the host of a TV chat show. The wealthy tycoon is invited to participate in the TV chat show.

The aim of this activity is:

· To encourage students to communicate and express ideas and feelings in English;

· Students are free to choose the TV show they like and disguise to be a wealthy tycoon and a famous TV star;

· To develop the use of special and “yes” “no” questions;

· To revise the vocabulary connected with money, economics, banking, production;

· To develop students creativity and imagination;

· To find advantages and disadvantages of certain jobs.

 Aids to perform the discussion:

· Paper slips to write down the questions
· Bilingual and monolingual dictionaries
· A white board
· An example of a TV chat show
· Example questions.

Proceeding

I. Students prepare questions which should be asked in order to make a TV chat show very impressive and think of the answers to be answered also in an unusual way but according to grammatical rules.  The questions and the answers must be on the topic of becoming a wealthy tycoon, reasons for this, the business management which helped to reach the wealth. 15 min.

II. Students present their TV chats. 20 min.

III. The rest of the students have to listen and after the presentations they vote for the best TV chat show and explain their choices.    10 min.    

Example questions:

· How important you think the money is in your life?

· Is it possible to start business without money?

· What and who helped you to become a wealthy tycoon?

  The lesson was lively. Students were very creative and they practiced speaking English. They were able to express their personal character features in order to convey their emotions as they had certain roles. Also the possibility of choosing a profession made students to feel their weak and strong sides in their knowledge about the work they imagined they had been doing.
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
