THREE BIG PLAYERS

Objectives

After exposure to this topic, students will be able to:

· explain the circulation of property and services in society

· explain relationships between basic economic subjects (household, state, company)

Aids
1. Sheets no. 1 “Three Big Players”
2. Large sheets (A3—one per group of 4)

Target group

Students 12-18 years

Teaching the topic
Introduction (10 minutes)
Brainstorming:

1. The teacher instructs the students to think of as many situations as possible in which households participate in the economy

2. Each student drafts a list
3. The same exercise for the state
4. The same exercise for companies
5. Work in pairs: a joint list
4.Work in groups of four: a joint list
5. The teacher writes three lists in three columns on the board
The topic
Group work (15 minutes)
7. The class splits into groups of five (either randomly or based on criteria set by the teacher), and worksheet no. 1 is distributed

8. Students fill in the table on the basis of what is on the board

9. The teacher goes around the class checking the group work at random

Group work (20 minutes)
10. The groups remain as they were

11. Each groups gets one sheet of A3 size paper (or larger)
12. The students are asked to work on the topic and produce a graphic portfolio
Final stage: plenary session (5 minutes)
13. The teacher sums up the topics covered in the class
