Waged work
This theme is developed to analyze incomes and their classification. Students aged 15-16 were asked to participate in a discussion and to create dialogues.
Lesson plan was created by teacher Jurga Skinulienė, Siauliai Stasys Salkauskis Secondary school (Lithuania).
Economics was integrated into English. Students had a possibility to develop their speaking and reading skills in English. And to know and remember certain words and word phrases in terms of Economics.
The aim of the dialogues and discussions is 
· to analyze the differences in various wages;
· the role of education in the means of applying for the job;

· the significance of certain experience and skills;

· the manner of the work;

· the luck in choice of certain job;
· to revise the vocabulary ( jobs, professions, financial terms);

· to develop skills in the use of formal language. 

Teacher use these methods as they help students to develop their knowledge, speaking skills. Also it is not very difficult for them to express their ideas, they feel free and relaxed creating sentences according to grammatical rules and using specific vocabulary connected with Economics. Also they can use their imagination and creativity. At the same time students who have some drawbacks in their language skills can get a possibility to express themselves with the help of other students who are better at English. As it is a kind of pair work activity. Role play animates the process of learning.  

A discussion and a dialogue helps to teach students self confidence, develop communicative skills, also to use the theoretical knowledge from the Economics sphere.

And imaginary situations will help in the future to adjust their practical skills with theoretical ones.

Aids to perform the discussion and the role play activities:

· paper slips with the questions for a discussion;

· scraps from newspapers for employees to certain jobs

· cards with the names of different jobs and types of household.
· one card for an employer and the other for an employee.

· a white board.

Procceding
1. The beginning of the lesson.

Revision of the vocabulary on jobs and types of  household activities.  Each of the students takes a card with the name and says the definition of the word written on the card (jobs and household cards). 10 min.
2. The discussion. Students say their opinions on the questions they see on the cards (question cards). 20 min.

3. Making conclusions about the information the students perceive during the discussion. Students write their ideas on the whiteboard. 10 min.

4. Students are divided into pairs and one of them takes an employee’s and the other employer’s card. Each of the pair gets a scrap of the newspaper. Reads the information and translates into English. 15 min. 
5. Students are asked to create dialogues and to use the information they see in the scraps also one has to imagine being am employer and the other employee.15 min.

6. Students act out role play activities. 20 min.
The results were seen after each of the activity. Some of the students were too shy to make definitions as some of then didn’t know the essence in Economy. But when they started a discussion it cleared up. It took 2 lessons to achieve the goals of the successful implement of the discussion and role play method.

A game “Tic- Tac- Toe”

This game was practiced in an English lesson.16-17 year- old students were suggested to play this game.  It took about 30 minutes.
Lesson plan was created by teacher Jurga Skinulienė, Siauliai Stasys Salkauskis Secondary school (Lithuania).
The aims of this method are:

· to revise the vocabulary related with Economics basic terms;

· to develop English speaking and listening skills;

· to develop students skills in expressing and developing their ideas fluently;

· to expand students’ knowledge in Economics

· to develop student’s skills in the usage of monolingual dictionaries;
· to develop team work skills.

Teacher practiced this method in order to make English lessons more exciting. As this game Tic-Tac-Toe is very well known it was not difficult to play it though  I had to change its rules to be relevant to the theme we discussed in the lesson. Students liked it greatly.
Teaching aids:
· a white board, a marker;

· cards with the words;

· monolingual dictionaries

· a clock 

Procceding.
Students are divided into two groups. There are 5 students in each of the group.

Each of the teams sees this scheme on the board:

The team works together. They have to explain the word in 2 minutes time. Each team has one guess. If they are not sure they can use a dictionary but then their time is 1 minute. If the teacher gets the wrong answer he has to change the word. Then the opponents’ team takes a word. And if they explain correctly they can write a “zero” or a “cross”.
A teacher has words with cards on their backs with numbers. Each number has several words in case students do not explain the meaning of the word or phrase and a teacher has to change a card.
The team which has 3 “crosses” or 3 “zeros” in one line is the winner.
