In 1993 a devastating flood occurred in the USA In the disaster 50 people died, and the amount of the damage reached $51 billion. Many people are still missing. Again on the 11th of September, 2001, the USA was the scene of another disaster: i.e. two planes hit the World Trade Center, causing the two buildings to collapse and 2,666 deaths. The damage was $35 billion. In the year 2000 and 2001 Turkey also suffered two economic crises. Many people lost their jobs and experienced hard times. Lastly on the 26th of December, 2004, an earthquake occurred in Sumatra, which was followed by a tsunami, and 283,106 people died.

As can be seen from these examples, disasters can occur anywhere, and people should be ready for such misfortunes. The preparations should include strong buildings, well designed city-planning, and a moderate amount of cash reserves.
