In the ancient world economic activities were limited by a poor exchange system. There were no banknotes or coins; sometimes value was expressed in numbers of cows or sheep or goats. After centuries some coins, consisting of gold or precious metals, were introduced. After banks became common, banknotes were widely used, and today we have our credit cards. We go shopping with these little plastic cards with information chips on them. Our expenditures are deducted from our salaries automatically. In such a case it is important to keep careful accounts.
