For every family, consumption is a necessary fact of life. Consumption includes compulsory needs, such as shelter, food and clothes. In addition, in order to make life more enjoyable and to guarantee “quality time,” people consume secondary goods or services, such as rent, fuel, electricity, water, telephone bills, education and so on. These also mean expenditure. Our budgets provide for these expenditures, and what remains can be saved and later invested. Individuals decide between consumption and saving. Later on, savings may be invested.
