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Every country raises agricultural products (wheat, corn, rice, potatoes, fruits, etc.) that are suitable for its soil and climate. Those goods that are impossible or too costly to grow are imported from other countries. 
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Turkiye/Turkey, for example, has the perfect soil and climate to cultivate almost all kinds of fruits and vegetables. Tomatoes, cherries, eggplants, green peppers, hazelnuts, raisins, pistachios and apricots are only some of the goods Turkiye/Turkey export to the world. 

Differing local conditions account for why some goods are sold cheaply and some expensively. There is also the profit added by the supermarkets that must be taken into account. Thus the prices vary depending on the location of every country or city supermarket. Demand and supply also affect the price fluctuation.
