Some goods have to be consumed in a short time, while others can last for a few weeks or maybe even months. For example, bread, cakes, milk and fruit juices have to be consumed within a few days. 
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On the other hand, some vegetables and fruits can stay fresh in the fridge for a longer period.
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Finally, cleaning materials can be bought in bigger proportions and can last for years.

Questions and orders for the students:

1. Which goods do you buy every day?

2. Which goods do you buy every month?

3. Which goods do you buy in 2-3 month intervals?

4. Is it economical to buy some goods that will last for a long period of time in bigger quantities? (For example, do you prefer to buy detergents in packages of 1 or 3 kg?)
