Lesson was prepared by Mireta Visockienė, senior teacher of Šiauliai Aukštabalis primary school.

Topic. Importance of trade in life
Aim: to realize that knowledge, resourcefulness, diligence helps a person to live; to develop a standpoint to do every work well and to the end.

Educational environment. The lesson is delivered in the third form, after completion of a series of lessons “Way of life of our ancestors: trades”. The pupils will remember all the trades they know, will play a game “Workshop”. A lesson on economy is integrated into the lesson on getting familiar with the world.

Competences to be developed: critical thinking, social activeness.

Methods: conversation, “brainstorming”, game.

Proceedings.

1. “Brainstorming”. I ask the pupils to name all the trades they know. The titles of trades are written on the board.

2. Game “Workshop”. Pupils split into groups of 4 people. Each group chooses a trade and makes its movements being silent. When a master (the head of the game) begins knocking on the table with his fingers, everyone interrupts their work and knock on the table, too. When the master stops knocking, then everyone resumes doing their work. When knocking, the master can start imitating a trade of any one group, then only that person does that trade, who has chosen that trade, while all others continue knocking on the table. The one who does not notice and does not start doing his work, gives a forfeit.

3. Every group picks a sheet of paper with a proverb on it. After discussion in the group, they must explain the meaning of the proverb.
Lithuanian proverbs:

1. Knowing a trade, you will not be making dogs bark.

2. A good trade is not breaking your shoulders.

3. Knowing a trade, you will not be pleading for bread.

4. Having a trade you will see no trouble.

Equivalent English proverb:

1. A trade in hand finds gold in every land.

       4. Generalization and conclusions:

             1) every person can find a trade that he likes and learn it a little;

             2) to know a trade well, one must learn it honestly and keep improving the skills;

             3) a trade is a source of income for a person.
