The World of Professions

Introduction:

This lesson helps to identify the variety of professions and the importance of professions in our lives. Students aged 14-15 chose and use suitable adjectives and grammar structures to explain the importance of professions. Discussions and pair work activities should strengthen language power.
Result:

Students will be able to express their opinion and to use specific vocabulary in an interactive communication.

Aims:

Students should

· know some more names of professions and should be able to describe their importance;

· get some help choosing a good profession;

· develop language skills;

· be able to find out advantages and disadvantages of some jobs.

Aids:

· Pictures or photos with different professions;

· A chart with “Advantages and Disadvantages“(Appendix);

· Dictionaries.

Proceeding:

I. Start. 

The teacher writes down names of several professions on the board and explains their importance, advantages and difficulties. He or she divides students into groups and hands out two pictures showing job activities. (10 minutes)                                                                                                    

II. Students work in groups and fill in the charts (Appendix). They use dictionaries if necessary and discuss in the group. (15 min.)
III. They choose a spokesman or spokeswoman. 
IV. While the speakers present the results the other group members think of more questions about professions and jobs. (10 min.)
V. Final plenary discussion to sum it up. (10 min.)
Evaluation: while group working and discussing, students had an opportunity to expand vocabulary, grammar knowledge and revise spelling of difficult words.
